Check for injuries. Apply first aid. 
Do not move seriously injured 
individuals unless they are in 
immediate danger.

Do not use the telephone 
immediately unless there 
is a serious injury or fire.

Hunt for hazards.

Check for gas and water leaks, broken 
electrical wiring or sewage lines. If there is 
damage, turn utility off at the source.

Check building for cracks and damage, 
including roof, chimneys, and foundation.

Check food and water supplies. Emergency 
water may be obtained from water heaters, 
melted ice cubes, toilet tanks, and canned 
vegetables.

Turn on your 
portable radio for 
instructions and news 
reports. Cooperate 
fully with public 
safety officials.
